General Notes 

World History 9-12 Course - The grade 9-12 World History course consists of the following content area strands: World History, Geography and 
Humanities. This course is a continued in-depth study of the history of civilizations and societies from the middle school course, and includes the 
history of civilizations and societies of North and South America. Students will be exposed to historical periods leading to the beginning of the 21st 
Century. So that students can clearly see the relationship between cause and effect in historical events, students should have the opportunity to 
review those fundamental ideas and events from ancient and classical civilizations. 

Honors and Advanced Level Course Note: Advanced courses require a greater demand on students through increased academic rigor.  Academic 
rigor is obtained through the application, analysis, evaluation, and creation of complex ideas that are often abstract and multi-faceted.  Students 
are challenged to think and collaborate critically on the content they are learning. Honors level rigor will be achieved by increasing text complexity 
through text selection, focus on high-level qualitative measures, and complexity of task. Instruction will be structured to give students a deeper 
understanding of conceptual themes and organization within and across disciplines. Academic rigor is more than simply assigning to students a 
greater quantity of work. 

Instructional Practices 

Teaching from well-written, grade-level instructional materials enhances students' content area knowledge and also strengthens their ability to 
comprehend longer, complex reading passages on any topic for any reason. Using the following instructional practices also helps student learning: 

1. Reading assignments from longer text passages as well as shorter ones when text is extremely complex. 
2. Making close reading and rereading of texts central to lessons. 
3. Asking high-level, text-specific questions and requiring high-level, complex tasks and assignments. 
4. Requiring students to support answers with evidence from the text. 
5. Providing extensive text-based research and writing opportunities (claims and evidence).
